Dear Parent/Guardian,


Here is a description and explanation of the grading/average procedures for your child's class.  Approximately once every three weeks students will be issued a gradeslip.  Gradeslips contain your child's current class average as well as other important information.  Be aware that missing or incomplete assignments can greatly lower your child's grade. Missing assignments are indicated on the gradeslip by the code 'O'.  ALL Missing work MUST be made up before a passing final grade can be issued.  

All class work is subject to a participation grade.  Any of the following behaviors may lead to a failing participation grade for that day: Sleeping, Off Task, Not working, or Non-participation.

Also included is information about attendance and conduct.  

Please refer to the diagram on the back of this letter for a sample gradeslip and a description of each section.  Note:  the overall average and conduct grades are located on the extreme lower right hand side of the gradeslip.  Conduct is calculated primarily from punctuality, attendance and classroom behavior.  Conduct cuts due to lateness and/or attendance can be made up by serving detentions and making up the missed time.  Detentions must be served outside of regular school hours.
