1.  Have a “buddy” give you a wake-up call that morning to make sure that everyone is up and getting ready by 4 am.  See names and phone numbers below.

2.  Be aware the airlines are very serious about security.  Please remove all metal objects from your person before you arrive at the airport.  Be ready to remove your shoes.  

3.  When we arrive in Atlanta, we will take a shuttle bus ($20 each) to the Emory conference center where we will store the baggage.  We will then take a “sneaker shuttle” to the Emory campus where we will visit the Michael Carlos Museum, Everybody’s Pizza and Cold Stone Creamery. Your airline tickets and return trip to the airport are paid.

4.  On July 25, make sure someone is there to meet you AS SOON AS WE ARRIVE.  There will be no supervision once we arrive at the airport.
